Lehigh’s Office of Fraternity
and Sorority Affairs have chosen us as one of the pilot
chapters for a new accreditation process, and it’s great to
see the process under review and adapted for improve-
ments. We will be working with our Greek Life Coordi-
nator, Veronica Hunter, in order to successfully prepare
for our presentation later this spring.

Membership of the Eta is currently thriving, and
the recruitment period, organized by Rush Chair Brian
Levandowski ‘11, brought in a pledge class of 20 new
members. During the new member process, one decided
that Greek Life was not for him, and he left on good
terms with the brotherhood. The other 19 finished pledg-
ing and were initiated on Saturday, April 10th. Next fall
we will have 47 active brothers, up from 39 this year.

Mike Morell ‘11 and I attended the 166th Psi
Upsilon Convention this past summer that was hosted
by the Zeta Zeta chapter at the University of British
Columbia in Vancouver, and while there, our chapter
was awarded the Clasped Hands Award for outstand-
ing philanthropic efforts and the Award of Distinction
for a benefit band party we held last April for the Alpha
Omicron chapter at NJIT. We were very proud to receive
these awards, and philanthropy has recently emerged as
one of our strong points as a chapter.

The Eta is thriving as we move into the new de-
cade, and we would love to foster a stronger relationship
with our alumni. Our doors are always open to visitors
young and old, and we hope to see you stopping by the
house sometime in the near future.

Condition of the Chapter House

The past year has been a good one overall for the
chapter house. The house remains in excellent condition
and is consistently being kept in good repair by the brothers
and the university. The slate roof on the old house was re-
placed in the summer of 2008. Several house projects have
contributed to the aesthetics of the chapter house, including
a new dining room bar (class of *11), a resurfaced bar in the
bar room (class of ’09), two new benches, one for the porch
and one for the bar (class of ’12), and a cover for the juice/
Gatorade machine (class of *13).

Unfortunately, several chapters have had security
issues throughout the past year. As a result, the university
has decided to implement card swipe doors for added se-
curity. All external doors (with the exception of the upper
porch) will have a prop alarm. The swipe entry points will
be the front door, foyer door, and lower porch door. The
Office of Residential Services has been very careful to
maintain the historical aesthetics of the house and plan to
spend more money on the Eta than any other house on the
hill. We have been assured that the 101 year old house will
still look and feel like home. Work to replace the doors is
expected to be completed by the beginning of the fall 2010
semester.

Current State of Academics

The academic chair is a position that does an as-
sortment of activities to make sure the house GPA is as high
as it can possibly be. This includes writing/rewriting the
academic plan for our house, weekly meetings with broth-
ers who fall into our academic probation range, and helping
any other brothers who reach out to them. However, it is
also the academic chair’s responsibility to keep a healthy
relationship with faculty. Professors are often invited up to
dinner and then are encouraged to engage the brothers in
an intellectually stimulating conversation of their choice.
Overall, the position is about keeping the brothers at a
highest intellectual level attainable.

As a chapter, we have been struggling with trying
to keep our individual GPA’s as high as we feel they should
be. This may be due to the recent influx of engineers. The
breakdown by major is as follows: 62% engineering, 10%
business, 18% arts and sciences, and 10% integrated busi-
ness and engineering. Although we feel this high percent-
age of engineers hurts our GPA, there is still room for
improvement. Recently, however, we have had some small
successes. Our efforts during the 2009 fall semester brought
us from18th to 13th in GPA ranking among fraternities.
This is a GPA improvement of +.06 and has brought us to a
2.95. We have also recruited a new class that has an overall
GPA of 3.11 and if included in our last semester average,
would bring it up to a 3.01. Although we’ve hit a rut aca-
demically, it appears as if we are on our way up and we will
continue to strive to achieve better grades.

The Maise Maze Shootout

This year, we held the first Maise Maze shoot-
out for Angel 34. For this event, 10 brothers went out to
Whistle Pig pumpkin patch and corn maze to set up, clean
up, and referee a massive paintball game we dubbed, “The
Maise Maze Shootout.” Running an event this size in a
place as far from Lehigh from Noxen, PA, was challenging
but we were able to efficiently meet the needs of the 60 or
so people that showed up. We started the day off by shut-
tling Lehigh students and brothers out to the corn maze. We
had driven supplies out and set up the night before.
Air/C02 fills and lunch were provided to players at our
expense. Our Brothers were instructed in how to properly
referee the event in order to insure a safe day of paintball
for participants, and also to monitor the two tractors that
were used as tanks during the scenario games.

When we arrived, the long day of scenario paint-
ball began. Participants were asked to donate a few dollars
to Angel 34. Donations helped provide ICEE machines to
hospitals for children suffering of terminal illnesses, aid
children and families financially, provide scholarships,
and help with the continuing search for a cure to terminal
illnesses. People were asked to donate $5 but most donated
much more. By the end of the day we had raised $500.
Many Players asked when we would be doing this again
and mentioned what a great event it was.

Bethlehem Library Golf Course Project

The brothers of Psi Upsilon Fraternity have con-
tinued to build on their close relationship with the Bethle-
hem Area Public Library. Last year, Psi Upsilon Fraternity
helped organize and set up a miniature golf fundraiser that
benefited the library’s ‘Room to Grow Fund’. This fund
provides money outside of the library’s operating budget
to renovate and expand their sections to the second floor of
their building.

The miniature golf fundraiser raised approximately $8,500
for the fund while we partook in the event last spring. The
only downside to this new funding was that the rental of the
golf course cost the library about $2,500. To eliminate this
recurring cost for the Bethlehem Area Public Library, the
brothers of Psi Upsilon offered and are currently working to
build an eighteen hole golf course for the use of the library
and sister libraries in the area. This venture will save the
Bethlehem Library $2500 annually, increase the amount
donors are willing to sponsor the holes for, and raise money
by renting out the course to other library chains.

This was an extremely taxing and involved project.
Completion required assistance from sources outside of the
brotherhood (girlfriends and family, who we have given
many thanks to). When all was said and done, it was esti-
mated that we put in a total of 450 hours into the venture.
This includes meeting with the Room to Grow Committee
at the Bethlehem Library, designing the golf holes, and con-
struction of the holes.

The project was completed minutes before its
debut on Sunday, March 14, where it raised $11,000 for
the Bethlehem library. Although the physical construction
of the project is complete, we are still working on tying up
some loose ends. We hope to help build a website with the
Bethlehem library to help promote the rental of this course
to other facilities that would continue to raise money for the
Room to Grow Fund. Furthermore, we plan to enter into
a contract with the library to maintain rights of use for the
miniature golf course while providing our services to their
future annual Goofy Golf Day.
