[A pair of brothers looks for a male student and his family.  The brothers approach the student/family]

Brother One:	Hi, my name is __________ and I’m part of the (insert college here) Welcome Week and Move-in Committee. 

[Brother One steps forward and shakes hands]

[Brother Two steps forward and shakes hands and says hello]
